To help with the application process and to see if projects are eligible for funding, Moray Tourism 

Executives Marion Walker and Rene Looper have organised an “open day” at Horizon Scotland, 

Forres Enterprise Park on Thursday 4th of February 2010 where there will be advice available from 

a  VisitScotland  Growth  Fund  advisor  to   help  interested  businesses,  organisations  and

All projects applying for funding must be working towards the  following objectives:

• Increase the number of visitors to Scotland and the overall visitor spend

• Encourage  visitors to travel more widely throughout Scotland

• Encourage visitors to travel throughout the whole year

• Develop and support the Scotland brand in key consumer target markets

The VisitScotland Growth Fund can support groups with 50% of approved total marketing costs 

over a one year period – a minimum award of £3,125 to a maximum of £65,000

Moray Tourism Executive Marion Walker says: “Moray Tourism Development is working closely 

with VisitScotland to market Moray. We are very keen that businesses and community groups on 

the ground get the help and support they need to work in partnership and enhance the tourism 

product across our area, and encourage more local businesses to apply for the Fund.”
